Description:

Theatre is a living art – it gives students the chance and the opportunity to experience a wide array of emotions, attitudes, and cultures.  There are many jobs available in the theatre beyond that of the performer, and every student will be required to learn about and to participate in all aspects of the theatre in order to become a well-rounded individual.  Each student will be allowed to choose one area of interest during productions in order to build up his/her skill level and confidence level, and those who choose not to audition or do not win a part for an on stage role will still be expected to take on another role to make the production successful.  As the new Theatre curriculum unfolds, each year will take the student on a journey that expands upon the previous year’s concepts and exposes the student to more advanced and more complex examples and aspects of the theatre.   
Enduring Understanding:

Theatre allows for the development of the mind, the body, and the heart, and it incorporates aspects of every discipline within itself.   A true thespian is one who appreciates the unique role of the theatre in the everyday life of each individual.
Goals:

1.  The student will be able to discuss, analyze, and critique the basic components of a theatrical production.
2.  The student will be exposed to the different types, eras, and styles of theatrical productions.
3.  The student will become familiar with all of the jobs associated with producing and staging a play for public performance.
4.  The student will gain an appreciation for the role of the arts in all areas of life, as well as the interconnected nature of theatre with all other disciplines.
Requirements & Evaluation:

Like all Related Arts at Beck, grades are composed of 50% Minor / 50% Major Grades.  Major grades in Theatre consist of projects and performances, while minor grades consist of participation, behavior, homework, bellwork, in-class assignments and quizzes.
Resources:

The classroom is equipped with a Promethean Board and access to all online resources.  The teacher will supplement classroom resources with personal texts, videos, and other props necessary to enrich the learning environment.
Policies:

LATE WORK – Assignments are due on time; late work will be deducted by 10 points per day.
MAKE-UP WORK – All make-up work will be completed to the specifications of the policy set forth by both Beck and Greenville County Schools.
BEHAVIOR – Students must follow Beck guidelines, and all infractions will be dealt with according to the 5 Step Plan.  If there are any questions regarding a specific incident, please direct them to the appropriate teacher and/or the appropriate administrator.  
COMMUNICATION:  Any communication will be logged with the school and in PowerTeacher, and parents are encouraged to contact the teacher with any questions or concerns as soon as possible.  Due to the nature of the class schedule, email is the preferred contact method.  All emails are answered promptly.  
Video Release:
In this class, the use of visual aids, especially movies, plays, shows, and expert-led talks, supplements student understanding of the material by providing examples of different theatrical forms, acting styles, and theatre components.  All clips and full-length productions will be previewed by the teacher, and all shows will have received a rating of G or PG.  If there are ever any exceptions to this rule, it will have been approved by the administration and a separate consent form will be sent to the parents.
